Wellbeing Corner

What to do when you're concemed about your child's mental health.

You rmay have noticed changes inyour child - changes of mood. altered sleeping patterns, withdrawal from family life and/or friend-
ship groups. These could be signs that they're experiencing anxiety or ether issues around their mental health.

If you're concerned about your child's mental health, you can speak to their school or GP. The &P may refer your child to Child and
Adolescent Mental Health Services (CAMKS), which provides specialist care from psychologists, psychiatrists, nurses and social

workers. Between 2020-2021 the average wait for mental health services in England wasmeore than two months. Here are some

things you can do whilst wou and your child are waiting to access these services.

*  Keep specking to your &F

Your &P will be able to regularly listen to your child, discuss your own concerns and suggest local services that may be of help.

bon't be afmid of going back to wour &P if you feel you need more support and advice.

*  Speak to school

Arrange to meet the Learning Mentor or SENDCo at your child's school, or encourage your child to seek out and speak to them.

They might be able to help make school easier or less pressured for your child.

*  Look into local services

Local charities can be a good source of support. Search online for nearby support groups and charities.

®  Try and stay healthy
