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On Wednesday 11th February we are asking children and staff to ‘wear it red’ to show their love 
and appreciation to the West Midlands Air Ambulance charity!  

Midlands Air Ambulance Charity is responsible for funding and operating three air ambulance  
helicopters and a fleet of critical care cars serving the communities of six Midlands counties: 

Gloucestershire, Herefordshire, Shropshire, Staffordshire (including Stoke-on-Trent), the West 
Midlands and Worcestershire. This constitutes the largest air ambulance operating region in  

England. The charity also provides secondary cover to surrounding areas, such as Warwickshire and 
Mid Wales.  

Each year it costs £16 million to maintain the three aircraft, critical care cars and the provision of 
a lifesaving service. Each air ambulance mission costs an average of £2,950. Each critical care car 
mission costs £288 on average. The charity does not receive funding from the Government for its 

daily missions so relies entirely on the support and generosity of local people and businesses.
