| will ask an adult to come inside, if |
need to use the toilet at breaktime or
lunchtime as | will need a toilet pass.




Sometimes | will be allowed to play on
the equipment. My teacher will tell
me when it is my turn.
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If | hurt myself, | will tell an adult and
they will look after me.




At lunchtime, | will eat my lunch in the
school hall with my class. | can have a
packed lunch from home or a lunch
from the school kitchen.

If | have a lunch from the kitchen, this
will be chosen for me by my adults at
home.

My teachers will look after me at
lunch time.




| will also go to the school hall for PE
Iessons and assemblles

Sometimes we may do Irning on the
school field or in the school garden.

Sometimes we may visit the school
library. The library is next to the school
hall. | can borrow books and bring
them back when [ have ﬁn|§hed them.
